T RUST
your teammates and your coaches. Show that trust by treating them how you wish to be treated. Always talk positive about your teammates and coaches. The words that come from you help develop the trust between you and your teammates and coaches . . . they must become like a second family.
R E SPECT
is earned by the things you do! Your actions on and off the field can earn your opponents respect. More importantly, your actions around your teammates and coaches and the way you interact with them will determine whether you earn their respect. To become champions you must act accordingly to help develop a mutual respect throughout the team
S A CRIFICE
your time for your teammates and coaches. Sacrifice your own ego and what you may want for what is best for the team. “Don't go to the grave with life unused” -- Bobby Bowden
M ENTAL TOUGHNESS 
occurs when you show poise after setbacks. A determination to correct the setback must occur immediately. Every player and every team will have setbacks and we must grit our teeth and look ahead for the first opportunity to correct our Mistakes. The players and teams that show this ability are called CHAMPIONS! 
ATTENDANCE

There are many elements that make a team successful. Like any corporation or business the employees must be at work to get the job done. The same idea applies to any championship football team. If we have players missing practice or arriving late we cannot perform at our peak potential.

Not all situations are the same, each must be handled individually on its own merits or lack of. Players simply need to recognize the importance of being on time and attending practice. Those who have problems with tardiness or attendance will not play as much, or at all, as those who do not have such problems. Those players who continue to endanger the integrity of the team will be removed.

TARDY – If a player is late to practice he will be punished by his position coach and play time will be affected. Practice time missed will affect your preparation for the upcoming game and the coaching staff can’t allow you to jeopardize the rest of the team.

ABSENCES – Players must have 10 days of practice before playing in a game according to WIAA rules. Players who miss practice will not be prepared to play at a championship level, and therefore players who have attended all scheduled practices, will see more playing time.
